Summary To record the decision to provide MOJ Domestic Abuse and Sexual

Violence Uplift Funding and MOJ IDVA / ISVA additional Funding
awarded by the MOJ to domestic abuse and sexual violence
organisations working in the Gwent.

DECISION

1.

The Police Reform and Social Responsibility Act 2011 provides under sections
9 and 10 that the Police and Crime Commissioner for a police area makes
crime and disorder grants and acts in co-operation with responsible authorities
and makes arrangements with criminal justice agencies for the exercise of
functions so as to provide an efficient and effective criminal justice system for
the area. This provision was further supplemented by virtue of the Anti-Social
Behaviour, Crime and Policing Act 2014 which provided specific arrangements
for the provision of funding for victims.

In January 2021, the Government announced an additional £40m for victims’
services which will be distributed through different mechanisms.
e £9.7m for Domestic Abuse;

e £5m for Sexual Violence; and

e £16m to further expand the availability of ISVAs and IDVAs (which will be
available for 2 years).

The funding has been administered through Police and Crime Commissioners
across England and Wales.

In Gwent, we have been able to secure an additional £139,037 for Domestic
Abuse and Sexual Violence Services for the financial year 2021-22 and
£644,446 for additional IDVA and ISVA provision in Gwent for a two-year period
from April 2021.

Following a proposal process, £783,483 funding has been awarded to five
organisations delivering domestic abuse and sexual violence services in Gwent.
